Allen, 1133 High Street, Lansing. 
Michigan, at the ago of 86 years 8 
months and 12 days.

December 29th, 1866 he was unit­
ed in marriage to Elden L. Freemire, 
who passed to the Great Beyond 
January 10th. 1919. To this union 
nine children were born, six of 
whom survive:

He was affiliated with Vennont- 
vllle Lodge No. 232, Free and Ac­
cepted Masons at the time of bis 
Death.
